Communication and Language Physical Development

These activities 
support the development of

being used to encourage 
correct pencil grip, letter

We are identifying our 
feelings using the Zones of 
Regulation and working on 
ways to bring ourselves 
back into the Green Zone. 
We are continuing with 
Rollercoaster Breathing 
and will learn other 
strategies linked to the Five 
Ways to Well-being. 

 

 
 
 
 
 

 

We will read a range of texts 
relating to our topic. Children 
will be encouraged to 
anticipate what happens next 
and to discuss the characters 
and plot. We will continue 
introducing a new phoneme 
every week and practise oral 
blending of short words. The 
children will take part in daily 
Pen Disco sessions to support 
correct pencil grip, pencil 
control, sizing and formation. 

 

 
 

 
 
 

 

Mathematics Understanding the World 

We will focus on 
sequencing stories and 
simple recipes using the 
vocabulary First, Then and 
Finally. The children will 
develop their positional 
language to describe where

The children will sow seeds, 
plant flowers and learn how to 

look after them. 
 As part of the whole-school VE 
Day celebrations, the children 
will be ‘Digging for Victory’ –

Expressive Arts and Design Home Learning 

We will be exploring the

vegetables and colour 
them using oil pastels. 

They will explore a range of
